Getting started with digital accessibility testing can feel overwhelming, but you don't need
expensive tools or extensive training to begin making meaningful improvements. The resources
below will help you identify accessibility barriers on your website, learn best practices, and stay
current with legal developments. Start with the free browser extensions for quick automated
testing, then gradually explore the educational resources to build your knowledge. Remember
that automated tools only catch about 30% of accessibility issues. Combining these tools with
manual testing and user feedback will provide the most comprehensive picture of your site's
accessibility.
